CONCLUSION

Especially among young people, it is necessary to form a worldview that can distinguish reform from "fake 

reform" and democracy from "fake democracy." Propaganda of the national idea, development of political 

consciousness and culture, wide dissemination of patriotic ideas are an integral part of any democratic 

education. In this regard, the use of modern methods and techniques of teaching, ensuring the harmony of 

national mentality and oriental moral standards in the educational process is of great importance. The most 

effective solution to the economic, political and social alienation of young people is modern and educational 

tools that take into account the full development of young people.
